o Assist Executive Editors in commissioning and sourcing content across new mediums

e Managing relationships with partners and organizations
e Managing Lifestyle team (or the portfolio in a way that suits you)

o Design and implement incentive structures (competitions/rewards) for new and current contributors
to be involved with writing content for the Lifestyle section. Ensure there is a diversity of
contributors and ideas.

e Co-editing works by content creators in association with the Executive Editors

e Assist Executive editors as requested and required

o Attend editorial meetings, reply to emails in a timely fashion

e Actively pay attention to issues impacting students; domestic students, college students, exchange students,
international students, mature age students, Albany campus students, students with a disability, queer
students etc.




o Work with Diversity Editor to ensure a diversity of issues and lifestyles are represented in the
magazine.
e Prioritize self-care and downtime, to ensure that work with Pelican is of the highest standard possible and
something you are proud to put on your resume
